Education, Experience and Qualifications Required:  
• Experience in leading and supervising groups of children in a variety of activities and 

knowledge of children’s books. 
• To satisfy funding grant requirements potential candidates must: 
o Be between the ages of 15 and 30. 
o Have been registered as a full-time student during the preceding academic year and 

be returning to school on a full-time basis during the next academic year. 
o Be a student in a secondary, post-secondary, vocational or technical program. 
o Be a Canadian citizen or permanent resident and be legally entitled to work in British 

Columbia. 
 
Wage: This is a temporary BCGEU position. The current rate of pay is $23.06 per hour, plus 
$1.50 in lieu of benefits, 6% vacation pay and 4.8% statutory holiday pay. A standard 90-day 
probationary period will apply.  
 
Hours of Work: This position works Tuesday through Saturday 9:30 am – 4:30 pm 5 days per 
week (30 hours per week), with a 60-minute unpaid break.
