Due to immediate danger to life safety due to flooding, members of the RCMP or other groups will be
expediting this action. The evacuation route is: Head south on Horsefly Road.

e Close gates (latch) but do not lock.

Take pets in
pet kennels or on leash.
e Do not use more vehicles than you have to.
e Do not use the telephone unless you need emergency service.
e Register with Emergency Support Services (ESS)
